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Finished Size Approximately 19" X 12”
Supplies:

1/4 yard (or fat quarter) for center background rectangle

1/8 yard for narrow piping (border around the center rectangle)
3/8 yard for outer border and binding

3/8 yard or fat quarter for backing

Batting

Cutting: (WOF = width of the fabric, usually 44-45" wide for cotton quilting fabrics.)
1. From the center rectangle fabric cut one piece 14.5" X 7.5”
2. From the narrow piping fabric cut two strips the WOF that are 7/8” wide
3. From the border fabric cut two strips the WOF that are 3” wide. From thgse@ititwo that are 12.5”
long and two that are 14.5” long.
4. From the same border fabric cut two more strips that are the WOF for your bindikeyto cut mine
2" wide, but there is enough fabric allowed to cut them wider if that is youreneie
